Then he is busy with different
questions connected with organization of our work on a farm, he goes to the
bank to discuss contracts, to see his partners, etc. We have 90 hectares of
land, 60 hectares for growing plants; 15 hectares for pasture and 15 hectares
for annual perennial grass. We grow wheat -50 hectares and buckwheat -10
hectares. We have 10 dairy cows. My dad examines them every day. If there
are sick cows he renders them medical help.

It was established in 1930 in Troitsk, Russia, aka The Ural State Academy
of Veterinary Medicine (the USAVM) till 2015.

Now it is a four-stored building. It has well equipped lecture rooms,
laboratories. You can find a good library in the main building. There is also
the FREE computer center including PCs, almost high-speed Internet and
wireless connection/Wi-Fi. There are a lot of museums, such as museum of
History of the Institute, museum of Chair of Biology and Ecology, museum
of Chair of Anatomy, museum of Chair of Pathological Physiology and
Anatomy and a large sports center. There are two departments
at the Institute: Veterinary Medicine and Biotechnology. More than 4000
students study at the Institute including extra-mural students, all of them
become qualified specialists. There are 19 chairs with 188 full time teachers
including 19 doctors 73 candidates of science at the Institute.
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The training course lasts 4 years for bachelor. The curriculum for the first
and the second year students includes such subjectsas Mathematics, Physics,
Chemistry, Foreign language and others. Specialization, as a rule, begins in
the third year.

The academic year starts on the first of September and is over in the middle
of June, it is divided into two terms. During the terms all the students have
to attend lectures and seminars, have to work in the laboratories. At the end
of each term the students take their credit test sand examinations.

Already in the first year students join students scientific societies. There they
work on those subjects, which they care for. There are a lot of extra classes,
courses and clubs not only for studies but for fun too. One of the most
popular activities is Club of the smart and the merry. Some students get
scholarship or grant.

Our University has a post-graduate course. The young people who
successfully graduate from the University can take a post-graduate course.
They must pass examination in special subjects, philosophy and a foreign
language.

Those post-graduate students who want to combine scientific research with
their work may take an extra-mural post-graduate course.

Students usually live in the hostel or rent a room, or live with the family.
Our University keeps the close contacts with the farms of our region.
The students have their practical training inspring, summer and autumn
there. Some smart students have internship abroad every year.

The Russian Federation is the largest country in the world. It occupies about
one seventh of the Earth surface. It covers the eastern part of Europe and the
northern part of Asia. Its total area is about 17 million square kilometers.
The country is washed by 12 seas of 3 oceans: the Pacific, the Arctic and the
Atlantic. In the south Russia borders on China, Korea, Kazakhstan, Georgia
and Azerbaijan. In the west it borders on Norway, Finland, the Baltic States,
Belorussia, the Ukraine. It also has a sea border with USA.

There is hardly a country in the world where such a variety of scenery and
vegetation can be found. We have steppes in the south, plains and forests in
the midland, tundra and taiga in the north, highlands and deserts in the east.
There are two great plains in Russia: the Great Russian Plain and the West
Siberian Lowland. There are several mountain chains on the territory of the
country: the Urals, the Caucasus, the Altai and others. The largest mountain
chain, the Urals, separates Europe from Asia.

There are over two million rivers in Russia. Europe's biggest river, the
Volga, flows into the Caspian Sea. The main Siberian rivers - the Ob, the
Yenisei and the Lena - flow from the south to the north. The Amur in the Far
East flows into the Pacific Ocean.

In the middle of the country
the climate is temperate and continental.

Russia is very rich in oil, coal, iron ore, natural gas, copper, nickel and other
mineral resources.

Russia is a parliamentary republic. The head of state is the President. The
legislative power is exercised by the Duma.

The capital of Russia is Moscow. It is its largest political, scientific, cultural
and industrial centre. It is one of the oldest Russian cities. At present, the
political and economic situation in the country is rather complicated. There
are a lot of problems in the national economy of the Russian Federation. The
industrial production is decreasing. The prices are constantly rising, the rate
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of inflation is very high. People are losing their jobs because many factories
and plants are going bankrupt.

But in spite of the problems Russia is facing at present, there are a lot of
opportunities for this country to become one of the leading countries in the
world. I'm sure that we, the younger generation, can do very much to make
Russia as strong and powerful as it used to be.

Moscow is the capital and the largest city of Russia. More than twelve
million people live and work here.

Moscow can be also called a city of
contrasts: different people live here, there can be found churches of different
faiths, the busy districts are located near the sleeping areas. Moscow is
situated in the center of The East European plain, between the Oka and the
Volga rivers. Its size is more than two thousand square kilometers, including
the territory inside and out of the Moscow ring road. The Moscow River
flows through the city together with its numerous tributaries. Some of them
are hidden into collectors. There are also several lakes and ponds in Moscow.
The climate of Moscow is moderately continental. It has distinct seasons
during the year. Winter season lasts for about four months. The temperature
is from ten to twenty degrees below zero. The coldest month is February.
Sometimes there are heavy frosts when temperature decreases to 30 degrees
below zero. Summer is warm. The periods of very hot weather are changed
by rainy and temperate weather conditions. The maximum rainfall takes
place in summer, when conventional rains are added to frontal precipitations.
Moscow has such a good position on the world’s map that it is practically
free from natural disasters. However, hail, mild hurricanes and strong
thunderstorms sometimes happen here. Moscow is a green city. It has a lot
of parks. National park Elk Island is among them. Moscow parks provide a
great number of recreation zones that include places for swimming and
sunbathing, facilities for sport activities and entertainments for families with
children. Many species of animals and birds can be found there too. It is
possible to feed squirrels, ducks and pigeons, see a rabbit or a fox.

Its population is three times
less — about 5 million people. Although St. Petersburg is relatively young
(just 300 years old), it has a rich history. Its name had been changed several
times — from Petersburg to Petrograd, from Petrograd to Leningrad, and then
back to Petersburg. Here, in 1917, the October Socialist Revolution began.
And just after World War 11, in 1945, Leningrad was awarded the title of a
Hero City for heroism of its citizens during the Siege, which had lasted 872
days and was recognized one of the greatest tragedies of this war. Today
Saint Petersburg is renowned for a large number of different kinds of
museums, art galleries, cultural and historical monuments. It has an
internationally recognized status of a cultural center of global importance.
The Siberian city of Novosibirsk ranks third. By historical standards, it is
very young — a trifle over 100 years. Just imagine: for just one century it has
grown from a small town to a city with a million-plus population. And this
is despite a severe Siberian climate! Today Novosibirsk with its population
of over 1.5 million people, due to its well-developed infrastructure and
advantageous geographical position is often called the capital of Siberia.
Indeed, it is a trade, transport, business, industrial and scientific center of
this largest region of Russia.

Tema 10. I'opoa, B KOTOPOM s yuych

Troitsk is one of the oldest Russian towns with its own history. It is an
ancient town with a long dramatic past. Troitsk stands at the confluence of
two rivers: the Uy and the Uvelka. The history of Troitsk dates back to the
year of 1743 when a general Ivan Neplyuev founded a fortress. The name of
the town comes from the Russian Christian holiday «Trinity». We usually
celebrate its birthday on the first Sunday of June. The favorable geographical
position of our town made it one of the leading Russian trading centres.
Founded on the caravan routes connecting Eastern Europe with the Middle
East Countries and India Troitsk in the XVIII th century was very famous for
its fair «Menovoy Dvor» (or «exchange yard») used to be a barter market on
the right bank of the river Uy. Troitsk fair was opened at the beginning of
June and it lasted for 4 months till October. Menovoy Dvor existed till 1915.
Trade caravans delivered their clothes, furs, carpets from the East and
changed all these things for the goods of the Ural metal logical plants, grain
and timber.

Troitsk has a population of about 87000 people. It has always been a place
where different nations and cultures crossed and interacted. Besides
Russians who make up the biggest part of population there are Ukrainians,
Byelorussians, Tatars, Jews, Germans and representatives of other
nationalities. Troitsk is a memorial of the remote past. The town museum
has rich expositions. It tells its participants about the history of our town,
about its present-day life.

Tema 11. Tpounk

There are some monuments and memorials in Troitsk. The memorial «Oath»
was established to commemorate the victory of Russian people over the
fascist invaders in the Great Patriotic War. More than 5000 inhabitants of
our town gave their lives in the fight against fascists. The monument to the
warrent-officer Pavlov is at the crossroad of Klimov and Gagarin streets.
Pavlov was a hero of the Civil War. He was a leader of the advanced
detachment which established the Soviet power in Troitsk in December, 25,
1917.

There are 3 churches and 2 mosques in Troitsk. Near the St. Dmitriev’s
church one can find the tomb of Klimov, the writer whose name is given to
one of the central streets of our town. Troitsk is also a city of students. The
centre of science in our town is the Institute of Veterinary Medicine. It was
founded in 1930. The Institute of Veterinary Medicine is a centre for training
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highly-skilled specialists for practical and scientific work in agriculture.
Over 3000 students are being taught there. Not far from the Institute there
are some hostels for students.

In 1960-1980s Troitsk was one of the developed industrial towns of
Chelyabinsk region. Many plants and factories as diesel-making, machine-
tool, electromechanical plants and foot wear factory produced different
goods and even exported them abroad. Food industry enterprise shipped
their production such as beer and gas water, sweets and biscuits, fat and
mayonnaise, oil and soap, milk and dairy products to different parts of our
country. The production of the meat factory was well-known all over the
Soviet Union.

Present-day Troitsk is a well-planned town with new housing micro districts,
modern buildings and with many beautiful ancient ones which belonged to
Troitsk merchants. You may admire the beauty of architecture of the Central
Hotel, town museum, the department store «Garnizonny» and some other
buildings.

Russia, as you know, is a very cold country with a continental climate,
typically characterized by long winter and short summer. During summer it
often gets pretty hot.

In Moscow, for example, it is not surprising to have summer temperature
above 30°C. Russia is a largest country in the world, with eleven time zones,
and it is almost twice as big as USA. As you understand climate can be
different in different areas of the country.

It is softer near the Black Sea. This area has mild winters but it has a lot of
rain all the year round. In the central areas of Russian, the difference of
temperature between winter and summer is huge, +30°C in summer, and -
30°C in the winter.

So in spring the nature starts living
anew. | enjoy long walks in the country when everything is green. | share
the opinion of those who say that spring is the season of love, hope and
happiness.

Plants -grass, flowers and trees -grow everywhere; high in the mountains, far
out in the ocean and in many deserts and polar regions.

There are over 350,000 species of plants. Some are so small, that we see
them only with a microscope; some are very large such as the giant sequoia
trees in California, they are over 100 metres high and about nine metres wide.
Plants are very old living things. Pine-trees live 300-350 years. There are
plants in Russia 2,000 years old.

Life is impossible without plants. We breathe the oxygen which comes from
plants, we eat the food which also comes from plants or from animals that
eat plants. Many thousand years ago man-built houses and made useful
things from timber which he got from trees. He made his clothing from plants
too.

Plants also give beauty. People like to look at flowers, at fields of grain, they
like to be in the forest.

Man began to change plants about 10,000 years ago, when he began to grow
the first food plants. The first farmers saw that there were good plants and
not so good plants. They sowed the seeds of good plants and grew new plants
from them. In this way man developed the basic food crops of the world. For
example, the Indians developed little ears of wild corn into large with many
grains, which we use today. When Cristopher Columbus came to the New
World the new corn grew over large territory there.

There are eighty parks in London, large and small. Three of them are in the
centre of the city: Hyde Park, Regent's Park and St. James’s Park. The others
are -in different parts of London. London is a very green city. In the south-
west London, near the river Thames, there is a fantastic park of Great Britain
— the Kew Gardens. It is a botanical garden. All year round you see lots of
flowers there because Kew gets its plants — 100,000 different plants from
almost all countries of the world. The plants, which like hot weather live in
greenhouses, for example, palms grow in the palm house. The first palm was
planted here 150 years ago. Now not — only palm trees, but bananas and
oranges grow here too. Another house, which people like to visit, is the
cactus house. Cactuses came here from deserts where month after month it
doesn't rain. There are hundreds of different trees in 120 hectares of Kew.
Some of the trees are 200 years old. The workers of the garden planted them
when Kew was quite young. In some countries trees become scarce. The
workers of Kew go to these countries and come back with the seeds of these
trees and plant them at Kew. Thus the trees which are few in the world, -live
in this garden. Kew is important for men, who are fond of nature, trees and
flowers, and for young men, who are going to study botany and gardening.
Every year sixty young men from all over the world come here for the three-
year-course of gardening at Kew. After this course they work in big parks
and gardens in many different countries. In three museums of Kew visitors
see timber from the trees of many countries, food plants, medicine plants
and industrial plants. 300 people work at Kew now. In fine weather about
20,000 people a day come to visit Kew.

National parks are a comparatively new form of environment protection in
Russia. Creation of national parks on the territory of the country started in
the early 80"s of the 20th century, and at the moment there are 35 parks of
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this type. The majority of Russian national parks are located in the European
part of the country; the westernmost park — the Curonian Spit — is in the
Kaliningrad Region. There are 6 national parks in Siberia with half of them
concentrated in the Baikal Region but in the Far East, for instance, there are
no national parks at all.

Unlike nature sanctuaries, national parks have not only nature protection
functions, but also recreational ones. A holiday in national parks is one of
the most popular directions for European and American citizens while in
Russia tourists have a slight idea about the differences between ecological
tourism and simple outdoor rest. Classic ecological tours are generally aimed
at ecological enlightenment of tourists, although it also implies getting
acquainted with the historical past of the dwellers of the region, with their
traditional way of life, folklore. Oriented on various types of travellers
ecological tours may include both elements of active tourism with camping
or “civilized” accommodation in holiday hotels and tourist bases including
multiple excursions.

The period of national park establishment in Russia is not long enough to
boast a variety of educational routes, and in a number of parks the sphere of
tourist services is in the formation state. The access to the territory of
national parks is regulated according to location of natural and historical-
cultural objects. There are nature zones unavailable for tourists; zones of
educational tourism — for organization of ecological enlightenment and
getting acquainted with the main sightseeings of the national park; there are
also special zones for recreation providing licensed fishing; zones of
accommodation and informational services where one usually can find guest
houses and tourist bases.

The first national park was created in Russia in 1983 — it is Sochi National
Park. Located in the north-western part of the Bigger Caucasus, the park is
unique due to the fact that no elsewhere in Russia subtropics and uplands
coexist so closely. Multiple excursions organized by the Sochi resorts have
made the national park a leader in the number of annual visits. More than
one hundred of monuments of history and culture are registered on the park’s
territory: from the Old Stone Age to the medieval ages, including ancient
settlements, dolmens, and ruins.

Prielbrusye National Park situated in Caucasus is recognized as one of the
mountain skiing centres. There are also excursions to Narzans Valley and
mineral water sources for the guests of the mineral water resorts. In the area
of the Azau meadow on the territory of the national park there is an
ecological path where tourists can get geological knowledge have a chance
to enjoy a variety of changing landscapes. In order to get acquainted with
some other of the Russian national parks read a sequel of this article soon.

we need them for their beauty. Imagine a world with no plants. Imagine no
flowers with their sweet smells, their beautiful colours and their lovely
shapes. Imagine, when the wind blows, not being able to hear the leaves in
the trees or watch the branches swing from side to side. Imagine not being
able to see the buds on the trees open and turn to colourful blossom.
Everywhere people need the beauty of plants. That is why even in big
modern cities, we have parks full of trees, bushes and flowers. That is why
architects always try to design houses with room for some grass and a
garden. That is why in every city apartment you are sure to find some green
houseplants growing in pots, or freshly cut flowers in a vase of water. Do
you talk to your plants? Do you give them love and attention? According to
Peter Tompkins and Christopher Bird, authors of a book called «The Secret
Life of Plants», you should talk to them and give them love. Tompkins and
Bird describe an experiment in which two seeds were planted in different
places. While the plants were growing, one plant was given love and positive
ideas. The other plant was given only negative ideas. After six months, the
loved plant was bigger. Under the earth, it had more and longer roots; above
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the earth, it had a thicker stem and more leaves. So be careful when you are
talking in front of your plants. They may be listening to you!

Tree is a very large and very old plant. Man knew trees and used them long
ago. We read about trees in very old legends, Russian and foreign. Many
thousand years ago man thought that there was a tree in the centre of the
earth. Trees make a garden, a park, a forest. Trees are very important for life
and health, because they are the producers of oxygen. Without trees the
ecology of the earth will have no balance. Trees give timber for our
industry, agriculture and our home life. They protect the fields from wind
and keep water and soil in them. Trees also give protection for animals. Man
gets comfort and beauty from trees. They give harmony to cities, towns and
villages.

What is a tree? A tree is a high woody plant. It takes water and minerals from
the soil and transports them to the leaves. Here with the help of sunlight and
carbon dioxide, which man and animals breathe out into the air, the tree
makes its food.

In cities with their large population and many industries the air is not good.
It is necessary to have many trees in a city to make its air good for man. But
it is difficult for a tree to grow in a city, because it wants water, soil and light
for its life. Water effects the form, growth and structure of the tree, but it is
difficult to give enough wa—ter to the trees in city streets. Each tree species
wants  its special soil, but in a city there are no different soils for each tree.

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is situated on the
British Isles. The British Isles consist of two large islands, Great Britain and
Ireland, and about five thousand small islands. Their total area is over 244
000 square kilometres.

The population of the United Kingdom is over 57 million people. About 80%
of the population are urban. There are at least four nationalities in the
country: the English, the Scots, the Welsh and the Irish. Besides, these
nationalities have their own languages.

The United Kingdom is made up of four countries: England, Wales, Scotland
and Northern Ireland. Their capitals are London, Cardiff, Edinburgh and
Belfast respectively. Great Britain consists of England, Scotland and Wales
and does not include Northern Ireland. But in everyday speech Great Britain
is used in the meaning of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland. The capital of the UK is London.

The British Isles are separated from the European continent by the North Sea
and the English Channel. The western coast of Great Britain is washed by
the Atlantic Ocean and the Irish Sea.

The surface of the British Isles varies very much. The north of Scotland is
mountainous and is called the Highlands. The south, which has beautiful
valleys and plains, is called the Lowlands. The north and west of England
are mountainous, but the eastern, central and south-eastern parts of England
are vast plains. Mountains are not very high. There are a lot of rivers in Great
Britain; they are not very long, but very deep and navigable all the year
round. The Severn is the longest river, while the Thames is the deepest and
the most important one. The mountains, the Atlantic Ocean and the warm
waters of the Gulf Stream influence the climate of the British Isles. It is mild
the whole year round.

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is a
constitutional monarchy. This means that Great Britain is governed by the
Parliament and the Queen is Head of State.

The legislative power in the country is exercised by the Parliament. The
British Parliament consists of two chambers: the House of Lords and the
House of Commons. The House of Lords is composed of the hereditary and

life peers and peeresses. The members of the House of Commons are elected
by the people. The House of Commons is the real governing body of the
United Kingdom.

The executive power is exercised by the Prime Minister and his Cabinet. The
government is usually formed by the political party, which is supported by
the majority in the House of Commons. The Prime Minister is the majority
party leader and is appointed by the Queen. The Prime Minister chooses a
team of ministers; twenty of the ministers are in the Cabinet.

The second largest party becomes the official opposition with its own leader
and the Shadow Cabinet. The two leading parties in Great Britain are the
Conservative Party (the Tories) and the Labour Party. The judiciary branch
of the government determines common law and is independent of both the
legislative and the executive branches. There is no written constitution in
Great Britain, only precedents and traditions.

Great Britain is a highly developed industrial country. It is known as one of
the largest producers and exporters of machinery, electronics, textile, aircraft
and navigation equipment. One of the chief industries of the country is
shipbuilding. It is also one of the world’s largest importers of agricultural
products. Some 2,4% of Britain’s workforce are engaged in agriculture.
However, because of a high level of productivity Britain is able to produce
nearly two thirds of its food. Britain has to import cotton, rubber, wool,
tobacco, which are all made into manufactured goods.

The import of raw materials and export of manufactured goods are the
distinguishing features of the British economy.

Tema 21 Cenbckoe xo3stiicTBo Besimkodpurannu

British agriculture is noted for its high level of efficiency and productivity.
The number of people engaged in agriculture is about 680 000. Over three-
quarters of the land area is used for agriculture, the rest being mountain,
forest or put to urban and other uses.

There are 12 million hectares under crops and grass. Soils are different, the
cool temperate climate and even distribution of rainfall ensure a long
growing season; streams rarely dry up and grassland is green throughout the
year.

The chief agricultural products are wheat, barley, oats, potatoes, sugar-beet,
milk, mutton and lamb.

British livestock breeders have developed many of the cattle, sheep and pig
breeds with word-wide reputation, for example the Hereford beef breed, the
Aberdeen Angus beef breed, the Jersey, Guernsey and Ayrshire dairy breeds,
Large White pigs and a number of sheep breeds.

England, Scotland and Wales are free from many serious animal diseases.
The incidence of bovine tuberculosis is very low, cattle are tested at regular
intervals; those reacting to the test are slaughtered. Strict controls are
exercised import of animals, meat and meat products, live poultry and other
captive birds and poultry meat so as to prevent the introduction of animal or
poultry diseases.

The Arts Council of Great Britain promotes the development and gives
financial help to opera, dance and drama companies, orchestras, the visual
arts, small touring theatres, experimental groups and many other
organizations. A growing source of funds n> sponsorship and patronage by
industry and commerce.

The National Theatre stages classical and modem plays, while the Royal
Shakespeare Company produces plays by Shakespeare and his
contemporaries, as well as modem work.

The Royal Opera, Covent Garden and the English National Opera are the
main London opera companies. Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland have
their own companies.

Dance companies include London Festival Ballet, Ballet Rambert, Scottish
Ballet (based in Glasgow), London Contemporary Dance Theatre and
Northern Ballet Theatre (based in Manchester).

The Tate Picture Gallery is another famous museum. It contains pictures by
English masters, a fine collection of Turner and Constable paintings. But
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unlike the National Gallery, the pictures of English masters are matched here
by the works of West European classics and modem artists.

The Tower of London is one of most famous buildings in England. It is a
fortress, a castle, a palace, a safe for Crown Jewels and a prison now
converted into a museum. The Tower was a prison for the greatest political
leaders of the country. Most criminals were criminals only in the eyes of the
government. Sir Thomas More, one of the greatest scientists of the
Renaissance, fost his head there.

Sir Walter Raleigh the famous sea-captain who brought fame to England,
spent more than twelve years there. Lady Jane Grey who was the Queen of
England for several days was also kept here, Only the ravens of the Tower
remind of those dark years. The state donates several shillings to the museum
to feed the birds. The legend says that Great Britain will keep its might and
glory until the ravens leave the Tower.

Tema 23 Ornomenust Poccun n Besmmkodpuranuu

Relations between Russia and England go back to the middle of the 16-th
century.

On August 23rd, 1553, an unknown ship was seen off the White Sea coast
near the mouth of the Northern Dvina. The commander of the ship “Edward
Bonaventura”, Richard Chancellor, went ashore and then made his way to
Moscow as the first English ambassador to Russia. That ship (Bonaventura
meaning luck) was one of the three ships sent to Northern Russia by the
English Trading Company. In 1555 they founded the Moscovia company,
which today is known as a joint-stock company, trading in hemp and fat, a
fact mentioned even by Pushkin in Eugene Onegin. Richard Chancellor was
received by lvan the Fourth. In 1556 Chancellor returned to England. On
board his ship was the first Russia ambassador to London. This was Osip
Nepeya who carried a letter of introduction to Queen Mary from lvan the
Fourth. In 1557 Chancellor perished during the shipwreck. Queen Elizabeth
I, Mary Tudor’s sister, had the chance to receive Tsar Ivan the Terrible in
London after he proposed to her, but she decided against marrying him. The
first treaty between England and Russia was in 1734.

The British revealed their impeccable taste throughout their lengthy period
of cooperation with Russia. Their goods were always of excellent quality.
The first Kremlin chimes were mounted by a Briton. Tsar Alexei
Mikhailovich’s personal doctor was British, Catherine the Great was also
vaccinated by a British physician. Even the empress dogs Sir Tom and
Duchess were British hounds.

Let is not forget Robinson Crusoe (translated in Russia at the end of the 18
century, a more 50 years after its publication in Great Britain), Fielding,
Swift, Shakespeare, Lord Byron, Walter Scott, Dickens, Oscar Wilde, the
list goes on.

However, the British also appreciated Russian culture; works by Leo
Tolstoy, Chekhov, Dostoevsky were published there without any censorship
delays. Hermitage, a world-famous museum in St. Petersburg contains
pictures by English masters Thomas Gainsborough, Joshua Reynolds,
Thomas Lawrence and some others.

One hundred years ago football was introduced to Russia by the British.
Nicholas I1 strikingly resembled his British colleague and cousin George V.

The history of Agriculture in India dates back to Indus Valley Civilization.
India ranks second worldwide in farm outputs. As per 2018, agriculture
employed more than 50% of the Indian work force and contributed 17-18%
to country's GDP.

In 2016, agriculture and allied sectors like animal husbandry, forestry and
fisheries accounted for 15.4% of the GDP (gross domestic product) with
about 41.49% of the workforce in 2020. India ranks first in the world with
highest net cropped area followed by US and China.

With agricultural policy success in wheat, India's Green Revolution
technology spread to rice. However, since irrigation infrastructure was very
poor, Indian farmers innovated with tube-wells, to harvest ground water.
When gains from the new technology reached their limits in the states of
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initial adoption, the technology spread in the 1970s and 1980s to the states
of eastern India — Bihar, Odisha and West Bengal. The lasting benefits of
the improved seeds and new technology extended principally to the irrigated
areas which account for about one-third of the harvested crop area. In the
1980s, Indian agriculture policy shifted to "evolution of a production pattern
in line with the demand pattern” leading to a shift in emphasis to other
agricultural commodities like oilseed, fruit and vegetables. Farmers began
adopting improved methods and technologies in dairying, fisheries and
livestock, and meeting the diversified food needs of a growing population.
The economic contribution of agriculture to India's GDP is steadily declining
with the country's broad-based economic growth. Still, agriculture is
demographically the broadest economic sector and plays a significant role
in the overall socio-economic fabric of India.

India exported $38 billion worth of agricultural products in 2013, making it
the seventh largest agricultural exporter worldwide and the sixth largest net
exporter. Most of its agriculture exports serve developing and least
developed nations. Indian agricultural/horticultural and processed foods are
exported to more than 120 countries, primarily to the Japan, Southeast Asia,
SAARC countries, the European Union and the United States.

Tema 25 Dkonoruyeckue mpodieMsl 60JIbIINX TOPOIOB

There are over 150 supercities in the world with population from one to 15
million and more. Tokyo, New York, London, Mexico City, Rio de Janeiro
and Moscow are just a few of the cities which have become supercities.
People in the supercities suffer from polluted environment: bad water, bad
air and noise. A new term, urban (ropoackoii) climate, is used now for such
cities. It means high temperature, oppressive atmosphere and intensive
smog.

Some experts consider that it is practically impossible to protect the big cities
from pollution. The World Health Organization (WHO) studied air pollution
around the world for over eight years. It measured two things: the level of
Sulphur dioxide (SO>) in the air and the level of smoke. Sulphur dioxide and
smoke pollute water and have serious effect on forest, buildings and health
of people.

In the WHO report it is shown that the cities with the most considerable level
of CO; in the air are Milan, Teheran, Prague, Santiago and Sao Paulo.
However, some cities with clean air get worse in winter. Helsinki, for
example, becomes one of the cities with the largest proportion of it in the air
in winter. This must be connected with the heating of houses. One can also
mention (ymomunats) Glasgow and Warsaw which suffer in the same way.

But even there, in Amazonia, or in the Siberian wilderness
the harmful impact of human life is detected by scientists. It seems rather
strange, but having created huge metropolises, enormous plants, different
goods of civilization; people began to be committed to life in pure nature.
Developed countries move harmful productions to the third world countries,
residents of big cities try to purchase cottages far from noisy metropolises.
Anyway, the mankind has finally realized that pollution must be stopped or
reduced, or sooner or later we will have to search for another planet to live
on.

Air is a substance we can’t live without. Our atmosphere consists of oxygen,
ozone and carbon dioxide in a certain proportion. This proportion is ideal for
healthy and comfortable breath and it shouldn’t be changed. Various
contaminants in air violate the percentage of gases and add poisonous
impurities. One of the most widely known drawbacks of air pollution is
stratospheric ozone depletion, due to which the climate of our planet changes
and terrible natural disasters happen more frequently. The major sources of
pollution in big cities are exhaust gases of cars. Sulfur oxides may cause acid
rains and many other bad things. Various plants and power stations exhaust
harmful gases; excrete toxic metals, radioactive pollutants and ammonia.

There is a solution for these problems: people should start using ecological
friendly fuels, putting filter systems on factory chimneys and preventing
accidents.

From earliest times plants have played a very important part in everyday life
of mankind. The three great necessities of life - food, clothing and shelter -
and a number of others are supplied to a great extent by plants. Without plant
life neither animals nor human begins would be able to live.

Most of the things we use in everyday life are made from plants. The chairs
we sit on, the paper we write on, the houses we live in - all come from plants.
Our clothes also come from plants. Plants are used as timber in the marking
of furniture and as fuel. There is great number of drugs (opium, camphor,
quinine, etc.) derived from plants. Industry is largely dependent on plants:
they yield dyes and oils used for soap, fibres, rubber, scents and many other
valuable products.

Thus according to their usage plants may be divided into three classes: food
plants, industrial plants and medicinal plants; the first support life, the
second protect life, the third preserve live.

Plants can also be classified as annuals, biennials and perennials.

Annual plants produce seeds the first year. Biennials produce seeds the
second year. Perennials produce seeds during many years. And finally one
must never forget the great aesthetic value of plants.

Plant is alive. It breathes and absorbs food, and so it has different organs
which carry out its lifework. The most important organs of a plant are roots,
stems, leaves, flowers, fruit and seeds. Roots help the plant in food-marking.
They take water from the soil containing dissolved minerals and pass them
to the leaves through vessels in the stem. Leaves make food for the plant
from the air with the help of light and the water supply from the roots. The
plants begin flowering when they are mature.

Due to the wind and insects the seeds are formed in the flower to reproduce
the plant.

Let us turn our attention to the foundation of human life — the land and the
soil. Loss and destruction of the soil are of more than just economic
importance. The damage which be caused to the soil eco-system by pollution
would appear to be even — more significant. Agriculture is not the only
polluter here and indeed it is often the victim (e. g. acid rain). Nevertheless,
it plays an important part through its methods of fertilizing and pest control.
Farming changes the natural ecology of an area: it requires the removal of
natural vegetation, and the cultivation of a limited number of crop plants and
keeping a limited number of animals, rather than a great variety of species
which occur naturally. Land clearance and crop cultivation remove plant
nutrients, and, when bare, the soil is exposed to higher wind speeds, greater
temperatures and higher intensity of rainfall. Furthermore, many farming
techniques, such as irrigation and the use of chemical fertilizers seemed to
have unexpected adverse consequences. However, some ten years ago, the
Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations estimated that one
quarter of the world’s arable land was subjected to degradation, through
salinization, soil erosion and desertification. However, agriculture is known
to make a positive contribution to the conservation and strengthening of the
ecosystem’s capabilities. This can be seen in the way that agriculture
attempts to counteract the negative effects of non-agricultural pollution by
using fertilizers containing lime. Improvement of land management is a
matter of the optimal coordination of the different forms of land use also
involving the consideration of long-term precautionary aspects as well as a
matter of protecting the soil ecosystem, especially against pollution by
reducing it as its source. Both these management tasks require a regionally
differentiated approach.

The British Islands appeared due to some changes in pressure, atmosphere,
biosphere, and underwater currents. Icy period gave the 1st rise to the
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changes: before it this part was a mainland, a lot of scientists proved this
fact: remains of elephants were found there and the eastern part of the
country is full of chalk cliffs, which are similar to those in the coast of
France.

England is a real geological museum. The relief is represented by Highlands,
Lowlands, deep valleys, plains. The highest parts are in Scotland, North
Wales, North of England, and the central region of England. The Grampian
Mountains stretch Scotland from North to South. The highest peak is Ben
Nevis - gloomy, isolated, a home of deer and eagle. At the foot of the
mountains there are a lot of moors rich in peat and heather.

The geographical border between Scotland and England are the Cheviot
Hills, the only place where you can find special species of black-faced sheep.
Their wool is of the highest quality and is called “the cheviot". The Pennines
stretch England from North to South; they are rich in minerals (such as coal
and copper fields, leads, salt, clay, and tin). The Cambrian Mountains are in
Wales with the highest peak Snowdon - a place of holiday camps and health
resorts. The Chalk Cliffs are on the East Coast of Britain. When Julius Cesar
approached the shore, he and his warriors saw the Cliffs that's why they
called the country the White Land. Lowlands are in the central and southern
parts of Scotland. The South of England - Kent is called the Garden of
England. It is represented by low hills, valleys and plateau.

Water covers over 70% of the Earth’s surface. It is very important resource
for people and the environment. One of the most urgent problems of today’s
life is pollution and especially water pollution. A lot of people can’t drink
water from the rivers they live at or use tap water, because most of seas and
rivers are used as dumps for industrial and nuclear wastes. These substances
are harmful for life beings.

This results in water poisoning, which kills fish and sea animals. When
animals eat other animals that are already poisoned, the chemicals are passed
up through the food chain and become even more harmful. More over this
poisoned fish can be eaten by people and cause various diseases. Water
pollution destroys ecosystems.

The pollutants include fertilizers and pesticides, food processing waste, lead
and other heavy metals and different chemicals.

However, we should care about our future and our children’s future. Now
more and more ecological organizations appear that try to struggle for pure
water. They make protests against big factories that pollute rivers, seas and
lakes. What can we do to prevent water pollution?

First of all, we should never throw rubbish anywhere and try to find a rubbish
bin. We should also use water wisely — don’t keep the tap running when you
don’t use it. Moreover, we can try to reduce the amount of water when
washing or taking a bath. One more good idea is buying ecofriendly cleaning
liquids that we use at home — all these measures can help to decrease water
pollution.

The problem of national utilization of natural resources is of greatest
importance all over the world today. There are two main aspects of the
problem: first - all-natural resources are to be used more economically as
they are not unlimited, and second — measures are to be taken to prevent
harmful effect of waste products of industrial enterprises on the
environment.

All people are interested in nature preservation as all-natural resources are
national property. In Russia the programme on nature conservation has
always been part and parcel of the development of national economy. As a
result, in Russia pollution of the environment as a whole is 10-20 times lower
than in the USA or FRG.

Now in the period of most intensive development of industry and agriculture,
the programme of nature conservation is of special importance. According
to this programme, practical measures on rational and economic utilization
of natural resources in different spheres of economy are planned.

We all know that modern ecology remains wanting that’s why we need to
find alternative energy sources so that to reduce the harm that we do to our
planet and economize current energy.

One of the most popular alternative energy sources is wind energy. It has
many benefits similar to those of fuel, however, it is renewable and no waste
is produced. There are millions of wind energy installations all over the
world already, nevertheless, nations still invest in this sphere to develop its
technology.

However, even this type of energy has some disadvantages. For instance,
wind turbines might be dangerous for some forms of wildlife.

Natural gas has been used as an alternative source of energy for several
decades already. It is currently used in cars to reduce carbon emissions.
However, natural gas produces greenhouse gases even though the amount of
them is less than from other kinds of fuel.

Energy from waves is not well-known among ordinary people but it proves
another water benefit. This source of energy produces no waste and has a
huge potential if used accurately. Nevertheless, wave energy is still not
studied well enough so this source of energy is to be developed.
Hydroelectric energy appeared much earlier than other alternative sources
of energy. It is renewable and extremely clean which means it does not
pollute the air. There are also some unobvious but important benefits like
flood control which is also provided by hydroelectric energy.

One of the means to solve both aspects of the problem is to build complex
enterprises. It means that the production process in the complex must be
organized so that waste products of one enterprise could be utilized and
processed by another. On the one hand, it will have great economic effect,
and, on the other hand, will protect air and water from pollution.

Though complex enterprises will require rather big capital investments, it is
better both from economic and ecological point of view to prevent pollution
of the atmosphere than to liquidate its effect.

For example, it has been shown that under the influence of air pollution the
yield of wheat decreases by 40-60%. When we use natural resources we
should be careful not to destroy the balance of the biosphere in order to
preserve nature not only for people living now, but also for those who will
live many thousand years after.

To realize measures to be taken for nature conservation, to fulfill the
programme on rational use and reproduction of natural resources, co-
operation of specialists in different spheres of science and practical activities
is wanted.

To solve ecological problems sociologists, biologists, economists,
physicists, biochemists, mathematicians, geologists, agronomists, foresters,
engineers are coordinating their work. That is why some basic information
on ecology is to be part of professional education of specialists in different
spheres of science.

Until about 150 years ago, the air was pure and clean — perfect for people to
breathe. Then people started building factories.

Those factories, then cars - put a lot of harmful gases into the air. Today the
air is so polluted that it’s not always safe to breathe. Many cities have air
filled with a pollution called “smog”. It is so strong in some places that the
air looks brown. Polluted air is bad for people, animals and trees.

Acid rain. When we look up, we see the clouds and the blue sky. But there
are other things in the sky that we don’t see. Some of these are harmful to
Earth. When power factories burn coal to make electricity and when cars
burn gasoline, invisible gases are released into the air. Some of these gases
can mix with water and make it acidic, like lemon juice or vinegar.
Sometimes gases get into rain clouds, where they get mixed with rain or
snow. Then the acid falls back to earth with rain and snow. This is called
acid rain. Acid rain is harmful to plants, rivers, creatures, that live in them.
Acid rain Kills forests, pollutes water.
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Tema 35 O30H

Discovery of the hole in the ozone layer showed that human activity has a
major impact on the Earth. The damage of ozone in the stratosphere high
above the planet's surface has been brought about as the result of the
widespread use of chemicals, which under normal conditions are chemically
inert and harmless.

Ozone occurs at all levels in the atmosphere, but most of it is found in the
stratosphere, between about 15-50 kilometres above the Earth's surface,
where it plays a very important role. Ozone absorbs harmful ultraviolet
radiation which is produced by the Sun- Ultraviolet radiation can damage
cells of living things — plants, animals and people. Whereas small doses
result in nothing worse than sunburn, larger amounts may cause cataracts or
skin cancer, and can affect the growth of plants.

Tema 36 CtpaTocdepHbIii 030H

The damage of ozone has been caused by complex chemical reactions
involving chlorine and bromine. Large amounts of gas called CFCs were
produced in twentieth century for use in everyday appliances like fridges,
aerosol spray cans, and fire extinguishers. At ground level, these compounds
are chemically non-reactive. However they are carried on wind systems up
into the high atmosphere, where the ozone layer is. CFCs can be broken up
by the intense sunlight, but before their destruction CFCs gases become
reactive and damage the ozone layer.

The hole in the ozone layer is formed over the Antarctic continent each
spring. During the long dark Antarctic winter, the atmosphere becomes
colder than anywhere else on the Earth. Strong winds enclose the cold air
above the Antarctic, allowing ice clouds to form. The ice crystals provide
the sites where chlorine reacts with ozone when sunlight returns in the
spring, and results in the ozone hole.

In early summer the ozone hole mixes with the rest of the air mass of the
stratosphere. Over the past years, the concentrations of chlorine in the
atmosphere have been steadily increasing, and as a result — more ozone has
been destroyed.

Ozone itself is a useful protective layer high above our heads, but in the cities
is pollutant agent. The CFCs have other effects too. As well as contributing
to the breakdown of ozone, CFCs are also very effective in providing
«greenhouse effecty, contributing to a gradual warming of the atmosphere.
However, the possible change in climate resulting from increases in various
greenhouse gases might actually make the stratosphere colder, not warmer.
Governments of many countries agreed in 1987 to the Montreal Protocol in
an effort to reduce the number of CFCs, and so protect the ozone layer. Since
then, more countries have signed it, and more substances included for
control. As a result, the amount of chlorine and bromine in the atmosphere
is decreasing. With less chlorine in the atmosphere the ozone hole should
become smaller, and eventually close up, but it might take 20-30 years.

Disappearing animals. Every day there are more and more people living on
the Earth. All those people need room to live. So they move into places that
are already homes for plants and animals. When people move into new land
the plants and animals that we live there begin to disappear. Some even
become extinct — which means that they all die out, and are gone from the
Earth forever.

Too much garbage! When you throw sometimes away, it goes in a garbage
can. Once a week the garbage truck comes and the can is emptied. Almost
all garbage is taken to a garbage dump, or landfill, where a big tractor comes
along and pushes dirt on top of the garbage. So, most of our garbage is just
buried. Now we are making so much garbage that in many places there is not
enough room to bury it all.

Water pollution. The planet Earth is mostly water. Oceans cover the biggest
part of it and there are lakes, rivers, streams, and water underground. All life
on Earth depends on water. But we don't always
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keep water clean. Rivers and lakes are polluted by garbage, or by poisonous
chemicals. The ocean, which is a home to so much life, has been used as a
place to dump garbage and poisonous chemicals for a long time.

Mankind long believed, whatever we did, the Earth would remain the same.
We know now that is untrue. Nature is under threat. Our country's pollution
can be every country's problem.

We all need to work together to safeguard our environment. We have a moral
duty to look after out planet and hand it on in good order to future generation.
We need growth to give us the means to live better and healthier lives. We
must not sacrifice our future well-being for short - term gains, nor pile up
environmental debts, which will burden our children. Where there are real
threats to our planet we have to take great care. Prevention can often be better
and cheaper than cure. But action in Britain is not enough. The government
will play a full part in working out international solutions, through bodies
like the United Nations, the World Bank, the Organization for Economic
Cooperation and Development, and the European Community.

The British government will aim: to preserve and enhance Britain's natural
and cultural inheritance; to encourage the more prudent and efficient use of
energy and other resources; to make sure that Britain's air and water are clean
and safe, and that controls over wastes and pollution are maintained and
strengthened where necessary. The world's population doubled between
1950 & 1987. More people mean more mouths to feed, and that demands
more agricultural land. That in turn can lead to deforestation and soil erosion.
By burning forests, draining wet lands, polluting water courses and over
fishing mankind is rapidly driving many species to extinction. The
government is supporting international efforts for global agreement to
protect species of plant and animal life. The government supports projects to
conserve endangered species of wild life such as the black rhino and the
African elephants.

Action taken. Britain attaches particular importance to the environmental
policy of the European Community. Much has already been achieved: since
Britain joined, the Community has adopted some 280 environmental
measures, including far-reaching legislation to combat acid rain, curb
pollution from cars and industry, conserve wildlife and ensure public access
to information about environment.

It is the world's largest independent conservation organization with
over 5 million supporters worldwide, working in more than 100 countries,
supporting around 1,300 conservation and environmental projects. The
group says its mission is "to halt and reverse the destruction of our
environment”. Currently, much of its work focuses on the conservation of
three biomes that contain most of the world's biodiversity: forests, freshwater
ecosystems, oceans and coasts. Among other issues, it is also concerned with
endangered species, pollution and climate change.
